7EEZEIE English is the language of the classroom.
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This course aims to introduce students to the field of sociolinguistics
known as Critical Discourse Analysis and to help them improve their
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academic reading and critical thinking skills. It will encourage students
to look at language in a new and critical way.

BERNZA Critical Discourse Analysis (CDA) is a new interdisciplinary
approach to the study of social problems such as globalisation, the envi-
ronment, gender issues and racism. As one of the most radical (and
controversial) fields in the humanities, CDA differs from conventional
sociolinguistic approaches to social issues in that it goes beyond mere
description of textual phenomena to the interpretation and evaluation of
the complex relationships between language, discourse, ideology and
power. The course will consist of four parts. First, we will consider the
theoretical basis of CDA, locating this new approach in relation to earlier
and alternative approaches. Second, students will be introduced to some
of the main methods of CDA. Third, working in groups, students will use
CDA to conduct a brief investigation into an issue of their choice, con-
cluding with a group presentation. Finally, in the light of their experi-
ence, students will be asked to reflect critically on the strengths and
weaknesses of CDA itself.

In this
part of the course, students will work in teams to perform short impro-
vised scenes in English. These scenes do not require any memorization of
scripts but rely instead on the interaction between students' linguistic
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resources and their imaginations. The aim is to create a cooperative and
supportive environment in which students develop their ability to work
creatively with whatever communication resources they possess.

While giving students opportunities to improve their language skills in
general, emphasis is placed on the ability to comprehend and communi-
cate information and ideas at a sophisticated level, including explaining
data and trends, negotiating and team problem solving. Furthermore, it
is hoped that our cultural and cross-cultural understanding will be en-
hanced.
BE#MNA In order to maximize communication opportunities, students
are usually organized into small groups and pairs, these being changed
randomly and frequently in order to ensure a lively atmosphere and
diverse communication experiences. While the subject matter is some-
times quite serious, this arrangement should help keep an informal,
relaxed and enjoyable atmosphere centered on the learning desires and
needs of each student.

The primary subject matter of discussions in this class is social issues,
including relationships, marriage, community, health, wealth, work,
education, life philosophy. In each class, a subject will be introduced,
often with examples from the media, especially television and film. These
will provide useful listening practice as well as serving to stimulate dis-
cussion of issues.

Various activities will then be undertaken based on the chosen subject
and viewing.

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This advanced seminar in comparative cultural studies aims to develop
listening, speaking, and critical thinking skills, with special emphasis on
the ability to analyze, interpret, and to make presentations before a
group of people.

BEANZR All cultures have traditions that explain why the world is the
way it 1s and how it was created. Many of these traditions are part of the
religious teachings of different cultures and explain geophysical and
astronomical phenomenon, as well as the creation of plants, humans, and
(other) animals. Some stories are very particular in their focus & #8212;
explaining, for example, a particular mountain or why a particular ani-
mal looks the way it does. These traditions and stories may be grouped
as genesis stories (creation of the world) and etiological stories (why
something is the way it is), though the two are often conflated.

In this class, we will read and discuss creation stories from around the
world-Africa, America, Asia, and Europe. Some of the tales we will look
at explain, among other things, the creation of the earth, the creation of
humans, the divide of gender (men and women), and the creation of
different races. We will also, however, look at other forms of artistic
expression & #8212 ;including painting, sculpture, music, and dance &
8212 ; that participate in the construction and dissemination of genesis
and etiological traditions.

The class will involve lectures, small group work, and student presenta-
tions.

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The purpose of this course is to help students discover the relationships
between language and culture, and language and society. It is hoped that
students will become more sensitive to the cultural and social aspects of
language.
BEANA Classes are conducted entirely in English. Through reading
and discussion, students will learn how culture and society affects lan-
guage and vice versa. Examples will be drawn mostly from English. The
topics to be covered include Language and context, Language and ethnic
group, Language and social interaction and so on. Students will learn
about how languages of different cultures encode their different world
views, how language can be said to be a mirror of society. Students will
also learn about how language vary depending on geography, social
class, gender and age. In Language and gender, students will see how the
traditional male-dominance in English-speaking countries is reflected in
the English language. The use of English as a language of wider commu-
nication will also be discussed and the consequences examined. Although
English has benefitted many by being world lingua franca, it sometimes
causes the displacement of minority languages. Minority groups in
North America have shifted to English and the Singaporean Chinese have
abandoned their ancestral Chinese varieties for English and Mandarin.
